ICT Task

Year: 9

Topic: Environment

Aim: To produce a short Rap based on the topic of the environment using ICT. This is a pilot unit and may be adapted and changed as the unit progresses. We will experiment and try out ways to meet the level 6 (see below).  We have the luxury of this year to try different approaches.
Assessment: Teacher led, pupil self assessment, 25% of Christmas Examination

ICT TASK – Composing a RAP in groups on the theme of the Environment
 What to do

1. You will be given a number (1 2 3 4 or 5) and this will be your group number.

2. Each group will be given a theme based on the environment e.g. “Saving the Planet”, “The melting Ice Poles”, “Food Waste”, “Saving Energy”, “Less Pollution”

3. Before you join your group, you must write a list of ten words associated with your theme. You can also write sentences/4-line verse on it.

4. Next, join your group and discuss the ideas with all members. Your aim at this stage is to produce at least one 4-line verses.

5. The teacher may play a backing tracking and discuss the length of the RAP with your group. 

6. All group members must be involved in this performance.

7. All performances will be recorded using music software and you will be expected to assess your overall performance in this unit.
